PLP é..Before Riding 
 

Below is a message written by one of the 

members from a safety board that I belong to.  I 

wanted to share it with you because if we take 

the time to know our environment and make 

adjustment it may prevent an incident. 

 

 

As I have said before, I am quite lucky as I have 

two schools with large parking lots within a half-

mile of my house. Because of this happy 

coincidence I do some PLP before I hit the road 

just about every time I ride. I usually spend no 

more than 10 minutes or so and go through some 

quick stops, swerves, slaloms and tight turns / 

figure 8s. 

 

Well, due to weather, being busy and it being so 

damned dark in the evenings now, I had not 

ridden for about a week and a half. 

 

Over the Thanksgiving weekend I was able to 

carve out some time to ride (pun intended). So 

Friday morning I planned out a route for about a 

2-hour ride or so. I got geared up, checked over 

the bike, (I had to pump up both tires a bit) and 

made my way over to the school parking lot 

closest to the house. 

 

I started off with some quick stop practice/ I 

accelerated up to 20mph, got to the line I use as 

a "start" point and started braking...immediately 

locking up the rear brake! I was VERY surprised 

as I thought I had done nothing different than 

normal. I was stopped before I had time to let up 

on the rear brake so wasn't able to modulate my 

pressure for that stop. Well I figured I just 

learned a lesson and went back to have another 

go. Long story short, I ended up locking up the 

rear brake 2 more times before I calibrated by 

force on the pedal to avoid it. 

 

I decided to spend more than my normal time at 

PLP, as it was obvious to me at that point that 

my skills had degraded in 11 short days of not 

riding! I spent about 45 minutes doing PLP 

before I felt "up to speed" enough to go for my 

planned ride. Luckily I had nothing else to do on 

Friday so the delay didn't mess me up. It was 

such a great weekend here that I also went on a 

nice long ride on Saturday morning, of course 

preceded by some PLP where I happily DID 

NOT lock up the rear brake! 

 

I learned that, in my case at least, riding skills 

are far more perishable than I thought. I am very 

thankful that I am able to do my quick PLP 

before each ride in order to check my skills. If I 

had encountered a situation where I had to stop 

quickly and had not done my pre-ride PLP that 

day, I can see that it might have ended badly.  

 

Maybe ABS would help in that situation.

2 28 -oz. cans whole tomatoes  

1 15.5 -oz can navy beans, rinsed and drained  

1 15.5 -oz. can red beans, rinsed and drained  
2 to 3 Tbsp. chili powder  
2 Tbsp. red wine vinegar  
Shredded ch eddar cheese  

Snipped fresh oregano  
Cooked bacon, crumbled  
 

Directions  
1 

In 4 -  to 6 -quart Dutch oven cook bacon and beef, 

half at a time, over medium heat until beef is 
browned. Drain fat. Return meat to pan. Reduce 
heat; add onions and half of garlic. Cook  and stir 
until onion is tender.  

2 

Add undrained tomatoes, beans, and 1 tablespoon 
of the chili powder. Bring to boiling; reduce heat. 

Simmer, covered, for 1 hour, stirring occasionally. 
Stir in remaining garlic, chili powder, and vinegar. 
Cook, covered, 1  hour. Add water to desired 
consistency. Season to taste. Top servings with 
cheese, oregano, and crumbled bacon.
